Dear Inclusion Camper, Parent, or Guardian:

Hello! Once again it is that time of year and we are getting ready for another camp season here at USG. I would like to thank all of you for making last summer a great success! We all had a wonderful time and hope to see all of our campers and parents again this year.

Structurally the program will look as it did last year. There will be a 5 – 12 year old group participating fun camp activities together, and five 13 - 21 year old groups rotating through instructor-led classes like arts & crafts, science & nature, sports & movement, and music. The groups will come together for lunch and large sporting events. And, of course, the goal of the program remains the same: to keep participants on a schedule not unlike their school schedule while having fun, making new friends, and giving mom and dad a break.

We will be hiring a Program Supervisor and an Assistant Supervisor within the next several weeks. We are also currently inviting last year’s counselors to rejoin us, and we will begin interviewing new counselors in March.

The program begins June 20, 2011and will end on August 5, 2015 (excluding the week of July 4 2011). The program runs Monday through Friday with drop-off between 9:00 a.m. - 9:30a.m .and pick-up between 2:30 p.m. - 3:00p.m. **Please have transportation arranged ahead of time especially if your child will be using a form of public transportation. USG will not be responsible for any transportation mistakes!**
Enclosed are your registration forms. The applications must be filled out completely and returned as soon as possible to reserve a space for your camper. All medical/liability forms and applications will need to be completed, front and back, and returned to the USG office no later than May 23, 2011. All camp paperwork must be in the office before the first day your camper attends camp. This includes the Discipline Agreement Form, which you will receive in the Parent Packet at a later date.

Parents and participants are asked to attend a one-hour drop-in lunch at the program site on Friday, June 17, 2010 beginning at Noon (please bring a lunch for you and your camper). This will allow you and your camper an opportunity to meet the staff and allow time for questions to be asked and answered on a one to one basis. I cannot stress enough how important this is. The first day is always hectic and there is usually not enough time for this exchange of important information. Please mark your calendars and plan to attend.
